Upon acceptance into the Academy, students will be required to sign the following contract:

ACADEMY STUDENT CONTRACT

Please make sure you read, understand, and agree to all the information below.  After reading it, you and a parent are required to sign this form, which will act as a binding contract between the potential Academy member - and Lyric at the Birch.  If you are selected to participate in the Academy, you will receive a copy of this form on the first day of the program.

 
          I understand that I am required to attend all classes and rehearsals for Lyric’s Summer Academy.
 
           I understand that excessive unruly or abusive behavior, or the use of foul language, illegal drugs or alcohol consumption at rehearsals or performances is grounds for immediate dismissal from the program without previous written warning.
 
           I understand that safety is a priority of the Academy, and that leaving the theatre at any time during Academy hours is grounds for immediate dismissal from the program without previous written warning.
 
           I understand that I must BE ON TIME to all rehearsals.  ‘ON TIME’ applies to being dropped off as well as being ‘PICKED UP.’  Any parent more than 10 minutes late will be charged $1.00 for every minute you are late.  Your child will not be allowed to attend future classes or rehearsals until this fee is paid.
 
           I understand that if I am selected to participate in the Academy, I WILL have to provide a daily sack lunch, a yoga mat and footwear for rehearsals and performances.
 
           I understand that Theatre is a ‘TIME ART’ that requires deadlines.  I WILL show up at class and rehearsals with all my lines and songs MEMORIZED by the assigned deadlines.  Any lines or songs not memorized will be cut from the show or given to other actors. 
           I understand that my family, friends, parents, relatives, etc., are NOT ALLOWED to ‘hang out’ in the rehearsal room or the backstage area of the theatre at anytime.  Only Lyric Staff and Academy students will be allowed backstage, others WILL be removed.  It is a matter of professional etiquette and safety.
  
           I understand that only water bottles with closeable lids are allowed in class or rehearsals.  NO food, candy, or gum is allowed in class or rehearsals.  Adequate snack breaks and lunchtime will be provided. 
  
          I understand that the Academy MUST be a safe environment for all students to learn and grow in their craft.  I WILL show respect to all students.  I WILL NOT condescend, humiliate, correct or criticize other members of the Academy.  I WILL take direction and constructive correction from all ACADEMY STAFF MEMBERS.  I understand that I am here to learn, and that learning requires a willingness to change.
  
          I WILL support my child in the Academy by helping him/her to be on time, prepared to work and learn, and I WILL provide an adequate amount of time to practice at home.
  
          I WILL WORK HARD, BE COMMITTED, PRACTICE DISCIPLINE, TAKE DIRECTION, ENCOURAGE OTHERS AND HAVE FUN.
  
By signing below you have stated that you have read and understand all the rules listed above.  YOU MAY NOT BE ACCEPTED INTO THE ACADEMY UNLESS THE APPROPRIATE PARTIES SIGN THE FORM.
